Rules and Regulations 
IMPROPER BEHAVIOUR; Outside assistance to competitors, by radio or any other method in the Horse Ring Events will NOT be per-

mitted. If found to be in breach of this ruling, competitors and their exhibits may be dismissed from the event and from the showground 

and their names will be submitted to the ASC. 

HEADGEAR: Competitors must compete in headgear applicable to the event in which they are competing. 

STALLIONS: All stallions competing in Led classes must wear proper restraining headgear and either bitted or have a similar controlling 

device as specified by their individual societies. All handlers must be 18 years and over and have control of the horse at all times. Stallions 

and colts may only compete in classes where specifically permitted or with permission from the Ringmaster. Exhibitors of stallions who 

are not properly under control will be asked to leave the showground. 

Stallions not permitted to stay overnight on grounds.  NO STABLES AVAILABLE FOR STALLIONS. 

FORMS & EVENT TICKETS: Available at the tent near the rotunda. All horse entries taken on the day. 

RECORD OF ATTENDANCE FORM: Must be filled in and presented at the registration tent. 

WAIVER FORMS: All exhibitors must sign the waiver form. (All exhibitors will be identified by a wristband)  

IF NO Waiver signed you cannot Compete. 
EVENT ENTRY FEE: $2.00 per event.  

Ridden Classes: Prize Money plus Ribbons 1st - $5.00, 2nd - $2.00, 3rd Ribbon – Led Classes: Ribbons Only   – All prizes include GST.  

If a judge considers any exhibit does not possess sufficient merit to deserve a prize, they may award Second or Third or No Prize.  

No refund of entry fees in horse events.

PROTESTS:            All protests to be lodged with the Ring Committee or Secretary during or within 30 minutes of the said infringement 

in writing and accompanied by a $20.00 deposit, which shall be forfeited if the protest is deemed frivolous. The owner, exhibitor or their 

agent may make a protest. The Protest Committee will hear all protests and their decision will be final and binding. All attempts will be 

made to resolve the protest during the course of the show.

 I. Name and address, and as full particulars as possible of entry 
must be given to the Secretary by closing date, an extra fee of 5 
per cent is charged for Late entries. If any doubt arises as to the 
correctness of the declarations of an exhibitor he shall not be 
entitled to a prize until the Committee shall have satisfactory proof 
that the declaration is correct. Any exhibitor or member having 
made a false declaration shall be subject to all or any of the 
following penalties; forfeiture of prize, non-permission to exhibit 
again and expulsion from the Association.                                                                                           
2. All exhibits shall be the bona-fide property of the exhibitor 
except where a company or trade partnership wishes to exhibit, 
and they may do so in the name of their manager or representative 
provided that the name of such company or partnership shall be 
disclosed at time entry is made.                                                                               
3. No distinctive badge or marks shall be allowed on exhibits 
previous to being judged (earmarks and livestock brands 
excepted).
